Subducting of the Oman oceanic crust beneath
Makranalso caused some volcanic activates in south of Lut during quaternary era.
Therefore all sides of Lut block surrounded by heights resulted by aforementioned
activities and this sedimentary basin has placed for filling of the alluvial and aolian
sediments that was erosion from the surrounding heights.
